	I have read and understand USFK command policy letter #27.

	
	
	I understand that my non-command sponsored dependents are authorized only one 

30-day visit per 365-day period.  Extensions are not authorized.

	
	
	I understand that travel is authorized from any location in the U.S. to any aerial port of debarkation within the Republic of Korea.  It is my responsibility, at my expense, to provide transportation for my dependents to the space-A departure point in the U.S. and from the arrival point in Korea to my duty station.  Departing the plane to visit any other location at which the plane may temporarily stop is not authorized.

	
	
	I understand that it is my responsibility to pay for lodging of my dependents if the flight from the U.S. stops en-route to Korea.  The flight may stop in Japan, where on-base quarters are not available and hotels are very expensive.  AMC passenger terminals close at night, which will necessitate finding lodging if waiting for a flight.

	
	
	I understand that my dependents are required to travel with a passport.

	
	
	I understand that an eligible parent or guardian must accompany family members under the age of 18 while traveling on AMC aircraft.

	
	
	I understand that my dependents will travel in Space Available Category III if I am on leave and am accompanying them, or Space Available Category V if I am not accompanying them.  Category V travel in the summer months is extremely limited.

	
	
	I understand that, for non-command sponsored dependents, medical services are limited to emergency care only.  I will ensure my dependents comply with USFK policy letter #27 concerning medical requirements for space-available travel to Korea.  I understand that medical services, including prenatal and pediatric services, may be extremely limited or nonexistent.

	
	
	I understand that during peak PCS/Exercise travel periods space available travel could be limited.  I certify that I have sufficient funds to pay for commercial transportation if space-available transportation becomes unavailable.  I understand that a single short-notice one-way fare returning to CONUS may reach as much as $3,500.00.

	
	
	I understand that I may not use my Government Travel Card in any way for the travel of my non-command sponsored dependents to or from Korea.

	
	
	I understand I will NOT be authorized an increase in rations due to my family member’s presence. 

	
	
	I will notify my commander and Housing Office if my dependents intend to stay in my on-base quarters.  I understand that visitors under 20 years of age are not permitted in dormitories unless escorted by a parent or guardian.

	
	
	I will notify my unit NEO warden when my dependents arrive/depart Korea.

	
	
	I understand that my FSA and BAH may be affected, should my dependent(s) remain in country over 30 days.

	
	
	I understand that if I fail to discharge all my obligations as stated above, I am subject to 

disciplinary actions.
