“I think the honorable thing to do is to
step aside,” the statement continues. “After
consulting with my family, I have submit-
ted my request to resign to Secretary
Gates. The Air Force is bigger than one

Airman, and I have full confidence that the
Air Force will continue working with the
joint team to win today’s fight, take care of
its Airmen and meet tomorrow’s chal-
lenges. 

I love the Air Force and remain proud of
America’s Airmen.”

“We were doing our regular health and welfare checks,
making sure our fellow servicemembers were staying safe,
when we received a call from the (base’s) law enforcement
desk saying that there was a fire at one of the nearby restau-
rants,” said Staff Sgt. Michael Skonetski, 51st Security Forces
Squadron Town Patrol.

According to Sergeant Skonetski, he, Staff Sgt. Matt Baker
and Senior Airmen Michael Burks and Corey Hall were in the
immediate area and quickly responded.

“When we arrived, there was smoke everywhere,” Sergeant
Baker said. “So we immediately starting yelling for people to
get out.”

Risking their personal safety, Sergeant Baker and Sergeant
Skonetski then ran inside, yelling to see if anyone was in the
building and had not heard the initial warnings. 

They only exited the building when the smoke began to
affect their sight.

“It was after we exited the building that we learned there
was still one person left inside,” Sergeant Skonetski said. “We
ran back into the building and that’s  when we heard a dog
barking inside an apartment. After banging on the door, we

Sharp takes command of USFK

YONGSAN GARRISON, Republic of
Korea ––– Gen. Walter L. Sharp assumed
command of United Nations Command,
Combined Forces Command and U.S.
Forces Korea Tuesday, saying the U.S.-
Republic of Korea Alliance will stay “flexi-
ble and powerful enough” to deal with any
potential threats in the region.

“The ROK-U.S. Alliance is one of the
most enduring in the world and remains the
cornerstone of peace and stability in
Northeast Asia,” General Sharp said in his
remarks after assuming command. “I look
forward to the next chapter of this alliance
as we continue to increase our capabilities
and strengthen our partnership.”

General Sharp succeeded Gen. B.B. Bell,
who took command in February 2006.
General Bell is retiring after 39 years of
Army service.

U.S. Secretary of Defense Robert Gates
presented General Bell with the Defense
Distinguished Service Medal for his tenure
as commander. He also presented General
Bell’s wife, Katie, with the Joint
Distinguished Public Service Award. 

“As he leaves Korea, General Bell leaves
a USFK that continues to be ready to fight
and prevail in any contest in this peninsula
in support of our South Korean ally,”
Secretary Gates said.

Secretary Gates also praised General Bell
for advancing the transition of operational
control of Korean forces to the ROK mili-
tary by 2012 and by promoting positive

interaction between U.S. servicemembers
and Korean citizens through the Good
Neighbor Program. 

“Katie and I have had the most mar-
velous experience working and living in this
great nation ... and spending such memo-
rable times with all the special people who
became such an important part of our lives,”
General Bell said. “We will always remem-
ber our time here with smiles on our faces
and warmth and affection in our hearts.”

General Bell described the U.S.-ROK
relationship as “an enduring ally, a trusted
friend. The ROK is a dynamic country with
one of the largest economies in the world. Its
people are highly educated and proud of all
they’ve achieved throughout their storied
history. Korea has assumed its rightful place
among the community of first world
nations.”

He also praised the efforts of both nations
to their commitment to transferring opera-
tional control of ROK forces from the CFC
to the future ROK Joint Forces Command in
2012.

General Sharp, coming to Korea from a
tour as director of the Joint Staff at the
Pentagon, said he will focus on maintaining
readiness to deter aggression, strengthening
the alliance and continuing to improve qual-
ity of life for servicemembers and families. 

“This alliance will continue to increase in
capabilities for regional and global peace
and stability,” General Sharp said.

“The United States and Republic of
Korea will continue to develop and deploy
the most modern weapon systems, continue
to leverage rigorous training and exercise
programs, and continue to adjust command

relationships to take advantage of the
tremendous leadership, organizational and
weapons capabilities of the ROK and U.S.
armed forces,” he said.

Implementing longer, command-spon-
sored tours is another goal of the new com-
mander, a program seeded by General Bell.

“Our goal is to rapidly reach the point
when all U.S. servicemembers can bring
their families to Korea ...” General Sharp
said. “The ROK is a great place to train and
live. We will focus on safety, facilities and

housing, schools and health care, jobs for
spouses, a strong Good Neighbor Program,
and access to our families back in the U.S.

“Working together, we can make the
Republic of Korea the station of choice for
U.S. servicemembers and their families,”
General Sharp said.

Top Korean and U.S. defense officials
who attended Tuesday’s ceremony included
ROK Defense Minister Lee Sang-hee,
Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff Adm.
Michael Mullen, and Pacific Command
Commander Adm. Timothy Keating.

were able to get inside, get the person and the puppy,
outside and out of harm’s way.”

After successfully evacuating nearby shops and
ensuring the safety of other first responders, the four
town patrollers established a cordon around the perime-
ter to keep onlookers at a safe distance, while also pre-
venting fearful shop owners from rushing back into the
burning building.

“Establishing the cordon and keeping people away
from the area was the hardest part,” Sergeant Baker said.
“But we were able to provide crowd control and keep the
area secured until the local fire department arrived to put
out the fire.” 

While running to burning buildings is not part of their
normal day-to-day duties, Airman Burke says that it
does fall into town patrol’s overall mission and hopeful-
ly it will help eliminate the notion that town patrol only
exists to keep people from having a good time.

“Our mission is to provide force protection to all
USFK members,” he said. “We’re not here to ruin any-
one’s good time, but to help you have a good time in a
safe manner. Our job is to keep our members from get-
ting into situations that may damage their career.”

Sergeant Skonetski added that keeping people from
getting into trouble is the main reason he loves his job.

“By getting people home safely and without incident,
I am doing my small part in keeping our planes in the air
and keeping the Air Force mission going,” he said.

June is Memorial Month in Korea, and
today is Hyeonchung-il, Memorial Day.  

This holiday is dedicated to Koreans
who have died while in military service,
defending the country and happiness of the
people.  

On Memorial Day, a siren is aired across
the nation for one minute at 10 a.m., and
flags are flown at half-mast at every house
and apartment building to pay tribute to the
war dead and patriots.  

Wreaths are laid before the tombs of
dead soldiers and independence fighters at
the two national cemeteries in Seoul and
Taejon. People also visit the National
Memorial Board, the War Memorial of
Korea and the Independence Hall of Korea
to appease the spirits of those who died.

Memorial Day originated during the
Korean War for servicemembers who were
killed in action. Memorial Day was cele-
brated jointly by the ROK Army, Navy and
Air Force.

In 1956, it was designated as a national
holiday and religious services are per-

formed with reverence and affection to
honor the memory and spirit of the depart-
ed war heroes at the National Cemetery in
Dongjak District in Seoul.  

People do various things on Memorial
Day, such as visiting the memorial monu-
ment for the dead, putting up the national
flag, reading and watching movies about
war and peace. They also refrain from
singing, dancing, drinking and playing out-
door games, so they can pray for the repose
of the deceased with respect.  

In recent years, some have worried the
true significance of Memorial Day has been
lost on many Koreans. 

To help educate the younger genera-

tions, parents helped their children hoist the

flag at their home or visit a memorial park

with them, while explaining why it is

important to remember and honor the sacri-

fices the servicemembers made. 

Though many people see Memorial Day

as just another day off to have fun, we

should respect what this day truly means —

a day to honor those who have died while

serving the country, so that we, their dece-

dents, can enjoy freedom and liberty.
