Today in Air Force history:
June 27

In 1950, FifthAir Force accepted the mission to

establish air superiority over South Korea to prevent
North Korea air attacks on South Korea forces and to
protect evacuation forceéé/hen North Korean aircraft
appeared over Kimpo and Suwainfields, USAF air
craft engaged them in the first air battle. Maj. Javiles
Little, the 339th FighteAll-Weather Squadron cem
mandeyfired the first shot; howevekt. William G.
Hudson flying an F-8Zwin Mustang from the 68th
FAWS scored the first aerial victory by shooting down
an enemyyak-11. In all, six pilots shot down seven
North Korean propelledriven fighters over Kimpo, the
highest number of U.\ir Force serial victories in one

day for 1950.
