Key Dates To Remember:

No Later Than 70 DAYS FROM DELIVERY - File your DD Form 1840R (pink form) directly with the carrier (or file it online with the AFCSC)
No Later Than 9 MONTHS FROM DELIVERY - File your claim directly with the carrier for Full Replacement Value protection.

Off-Base misbehavior

If you are arrested off base by Korean National Police, remember to show your SOFA card.  You have rights as a SOFA status member, but that does not mean you can break the law.  You are still responsible for your actions under Korean law and will be held accountable.  If arrested by Korean police, you will be detained in a Korean jail.

The DUI limit in the Republic of Korea is .05.  This is lower than most U.S. limits.  If you are arrested for drunk driving in Korea you can face punishment under both Korean law and UCMJ.  Under Korean law, DUIs can carry hefty fines and you could lose your license.
